Scholarship Announcement

In the fall of 2017 American Legion Post 241 of Angleton, plans to award a college scholarship to a deserving student based on the following criteria:

WHO:  A graduate of an accredited high school program in southern Brazoria County who:

· is enrolling full time in an accredited college or university, and
· who has satisfactorily completed at least two years of pre military training such as Junior ROTC or the Sea Cadet program, or
· is the son or daughter of a veteran who served honorably in the army, navy, air force, marines, coast guard or national guard of the United States with at least one year of active duty.
WHAT: The scholarship will be in the amount of $3000 to be awarded $750 per semester for two years. The award in each semester is to be contingent upon the recipient maintaining a minimum grade point average of 2.5 and completing in good standing at least 12 semester hours the previous semester. If this requirement is not met, the Scholarship Committee may consider special circumstances in determining whether or not to withdraw the scholarship.

WHEN: The scholarship winner will be announced in June 2017. Application materials must be received by May 1, 2017 for consideration. 

HOW:  The scholarship recipient shall be chosen by a committee of members of Post 241 based upon:

· high school GPA and coursework 
· character demonstrated by high school activities, community involvement, and other accomplishments
· family background, i.e., first generation college student, financial need
· an original essay of approximately 500 words written by the applicant and based on the famous quote by John F. Kennedy, “…ask not what your country can do for you, ask what you can do for your country.”
· recommendation by a teacher, counselor or organization sponsor
APPLICATION:  Your packet must include 

· high school transcript 

· documentation of activities and involvement 

· the essay as described above 

· a completed copy of your FAFSA with social security and drivers license numbers omitted or blacked out 
· If you are applying as the son or daughter of a veteran, a copy of your parent’s DD-214 must also be included. The social security number on the form may be blacked out

· If you are applying as a member of a high school military program, evidence of that must be submitted if it is not included on your transcript

· a letter of recommendation from a teacher, counselor or sponsor of an organization to which you have belonged.
